The Stafford County Board of County Commissioners met in regular session on Wednesday, April 20th, 2022, in the Commission Room in the Annex. Chairman Wycoff called the meeting to order at 8:30 a.m. Present: Todd Wycoff, Bryce Garner and Clayton Grimmett.

Commissioner Garner moved, and Commissioner Grimmett seconded, to recess to executive session for 5 minutes pursuant to the attorney/client privilege exception to discuss a sensitive matter with the meeting to adjourn afterwards.
